Three main themes structure the course:  An examination of some of the major ideas that have been developed to conceptualize, codify and judge human sexuality; critical evaluation of contemporary moral and social issues related to human sexual expression and its diverse applications; and the development of skills that inform personal, professional and public ethical choices.  Topic areas include:  sexual identity; monogamy, pre-marital and extra-marital sex; comprehensive sex education, pornography, prostitution, pedophilia; an sexual harassment and rape.
